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The curator is usually seen as a solitary figure that yields substantial
power in the art world. But far from the associations the term might
conjure in the context of contemporary art today, the curator was
originally a custodian, who cared for a collection, cured and preserved
its narratives, and restored the voices within it back to health. With
this in mind, we wonder if one could curate (in) Beirut, and whether
the act of curating might still hold within it the infinitesimal ability to
heal.

We know that there can be no healing alone, that it can only be
achieved collectively, like justice, like freedom. Yet, the need to survive
doesn’t always bring out the most noble version of ourselves, and we
are not always ready to come together at the times when doing so is
most urgently needed.

We have invited 4 collectives to reflect on their experiences and practices,
their legacies and histories. The participating collectives are Haven for
Artists, Heya Collective, Qorras and Yalla Bala Manyake. We think of the
resulting exhibition as a reflection on the challenges of collectivity, as
well as the terms and conditions along which collectivities might be
formed.

n Haven for Artists is a cultural feminist organization based in Beirut,
Lebanon, working at the intersection of art and activism.

H Heya Collective is a practice based research project from and about
women in the Middle East who make experimental sound and music.

B Qorras is a group working on collecting, producing and disseminating
queer and trans feminist knowledge on issues of gender and sexuality.

Yalla Bala Manyake is a collective of 4 women whose practice consists
in putting together independent exhibitions in abandoned locations in Beirut.

Throughout the years, Haven has reclaimed the disregarded by
prescribing new meanings to worn-out material or by reinventing
the functionality of items that had “fulfilled” their initial goal.
The pieces of upcycled furniture built for the first house continued on
to the second and third houses. Some items designed for Haven
remained as they were and others were remodeled to the needs of
each space they occupied. These items, currently in the exhibition,
hold the impressions and markings of people that have walked into,
shifted, supported and in turn created what Haven is today.

These items trace the humble history of a local collective, carrying its
past and witnessing its evolution, in different forms between three
houses. Mycelium, nature’s own rebirth from death, is the regenerative
link of things, material, people, plants, and their interconnective
ecologies. This phenomena inspires our methods of procuring life from
the lifelessness that most often surrounds us. Across the three houses,
and throughout 11 years, friends, community members, and artists in
residence created, gifted, and left behind pieces that remain as love
letters and omens of community and care. When mushrooms sprouted
in the garden of the third and current house, we noticed that our
network of care was a mirror to nature’'s Mycelium all along.

The chandelier was built by Khaled Warea for the first Haven House in
2016 using disregarded pieces of wood from Coin d'art, a nearby frame
shop. The triangular pieces were far from uniform but nonetheless
worked together to create the cascading structure we now refer to
as the Whale. The chandelier moved with us to the second Haven House
until the center closed due to the financial crisis. We have used BAC's
support to fund its return to the third Haven House which will take place
after the end of this exhibition.

With audio and visual material recorded in Istanbul, Cairo, Beirut and
Hastings, Blue Spaces departs from the locations of members of Heya to
raise questions of class, gender, colonialism and their relation to the climate
crisis. Video footage of ethereal fluid backdrops are superimposed with
sonic interventions of voices, the cello, and field recordings to make visible
not only natural ecologies but also ecologies of violence brought on by
climate crises.
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Heya is a research project and experimental ‘musicking’ collective which
aims to bridge women who make sound and experimental music in the
UK, Egypt, Lebanon and Turkey with each other and a global audience.
Live networked performances and collaborative sonic works between
Nour Sokhon (LE/BE), Jilliene Sellner (CA/UK), Yara Mekawei (EG/BE)
and Zeynep Ayse Hatipoglu (TR), mixing and reacting to each other’s
field recordings and sonic experiments, becomes a horizontal and
egalitarian method of decolonizing musicological research, and
circumventing top down, traditional methods and conclusions.
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A prolific artist and scholar, Yara Mekawei's sonic bricolages draw
inspiration from the dynamic flow of urban centers and the key
infrastructure of cities. Interested in the philosophy of architecture,
social history, and philosophical literature. Her work is based on sound
as an essential tool of vision and on the philosophy of composition,
which is shaped by sophisticated practices that convey messages of
the conceptual dimension to the public. Mekawei uses research
literature of social philosophies in her concepts.
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Nour Sokhon is a Lebanese artist based between Beirut, Lebanon and
Berlin, Germany. Her creative practice is centered around exploring
different methods of working with artistic research including but not
limited to interview material, field recordings, and recorded material
from organized site specific interventions. The research is then
translated into sound and music compositions, performances,
interactive installations and moving image works. In 2019, Sokhon
received the Emerging Artist Prize at the Sursock Museum in Lebanon,
for a moving image piece entitled ‘Revisiting: Hold Your Breath'
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Jilliene Sellner is a Canadian sound artist and PhD researcher (Goldsmiths)
currently based in the UK. She has been field recording and playing with
sound since she was a child and podcasting for over a decade. She has
composed sound for several international artists’ video work and has
performed and exhibited her work throughout Europe. Jilliene regularly
produces episodes for Framework Radio which explore decolonialism
and gender in field recording in addition to founding the ‘Heya, a co-
creation research project with female experimental sound artists in the
Middle East.

At different times, these objects and media have passed through
multiple rooms and hands, and might have even met briefly. By bringing
them together, we situate Qorras through the trajectories of these items
that have followed the members of Qorras and their involvement in
other queer and trans collectives over the past fifteen years. Since we
first met, we — people, spaces, groups — have atomized and recombined
in multiple configurations, shifting like the armchair in the counseling
room that reappears in a friend’'s bedroom. These entangled histories
are conjured through objects that have been witnesses of our
coming together and our falling apart. Objects that have lived with us,
outlived us or survived us; shared objects that carried histories
into our homes; inherited objects we have found ourselves caring
for; dying objects, borrowed objects, objects that are beautiful,
intimate, political, uncanny, and at times, heavy. In times of insecurity
and fear, unearthing these continuities through passing possessions
reminds us that we may not have to constantly rebuild the world anew.

The YBM exhibitions only last a day. At dawn, they arrive at the chosen
abandoned location and start setting up as the sun starts rising over
the city. The first visitors arrive in the early afternoon, and the light
slowly fades until sunset, when the exhibition is taken down, save for
a few remaining signs and marks of their presence. These temporary
squattings are a way to generate gatherings of audiences and friends
but they are also a motor to get to meet and collaborate with other local
artists and peers whose works they curate into the shows alongside
their own. The YBM shows are playful, energetic, seemingly clandestine
settings...everything that institutional galleries are not. Rather than risk
domesticating and taming the collective, they have brought in dirt, wild
reeds, dusty doors and other paraphernalia, along with other unruly
artistic maneuvers to play around the white cube.
